so complex.  Apple knows this concept and it is the reason 

the iPod, iPad and iPhone are so popular.  Google compre-

signers, and growing, vibrant churches understand this prin-

ciple.  Simple churches have chosen to partner with the dis-

cipleship process revealed in Scripture, and structure their 

calendars and ministry around a simple process.  There is a 

big difference between simple and easy.  Simple is basic, 

uncomplicated, and fundamental.  Easy is effortless.  Minis-

try will never be easy.  It is messy and difficult because peo-

ple are messy and difficult. Simple works. 

 

Jesus stepped into a complex religious world complete with 

613 commandments (248 affirmative commands and 365 

negative commands) and 5 religious groups (Sadducees, 

Pharisees, Herodians, Essenes, and Zealots).  Jesus has the 

ability to take the complex and make it simple.  In Mt. 

22:37 -40 He summed up all the laws and the prophets

It took the 

staff four months to un-clutter the calendar so that we can 

rebuild our ministry around these five basic, simple, focused 

purposes.  If an activity does not accomplish one of these 

purposes, we are not going to do it.  If we are neglecting 

one of these purposes, we will begin doing it.  We will con-

tinue to evaluate each activity.  If it did  not accomplish its 

purpose, we will seek to understand why, then axe it or do 

it differently.  If it worked we will try to make it better.    

We had 24 in attendance last month for our bus trip to Mon-

roe, La.  We had a very enjoyable time and  we are so grateful 

to Daniel for driving us.  After our tour of the Beidenharn 

Gardens and Bible Museum we had a delicious lunch at Pica-

dilly Cafeteria.  Due to the hot weather we decided against 

shopping and  made our return trip to El Dorado.

Step1:  The first thing I do is coordinate with Bro. Glenn and 

make sure that I know the direction that the Lord is leading 

him. 

Step 2:  Pray.  I try not to underestimate the power of 

prayer in planning.  I do love to allow the spirit to lead me in 

times of spontaneity in worship, but the same Spirit that leads 

in those time is fully capable of leading in the structural proc-

ess of planning. 

Step 3:  I usually start with 15-20 possible song selections 

and begin to narrow them based on tempo, key, and flow. 

Step 4:  This is the most valuable step, in my opinion.  I ask 

myself the following 6 questions. 

�x�� How will the worshipper encounter God in a mean-

ingful way? 

�x�� Where is my focus?

At the beginning of August 2010, our 

church debt was $310,886.  As of July 24, 2011, it had 

shrunk to just over $75,000.  I believe that we can retire 

this debt in August and celebrate with a note burning cere-

mony.  To be free from this burden will allow us to focus 

our attention on ministry, and utilized this wonderful facil-

ity to glorify God.  God also provided for a new ministry 

tool (2011 Ford 32 passenger bus) which has taken the 

youth to Ridgecrest, NC for Centrifuge and also to Tampa, 

FL for a World Changers mission project.  It has also taken 

the senior adults on several trips and the children on an 

outing.  We have completed our first year with a complete 

staff, and we are more focused.  We are making progress 

on air conditioning the gym, so we can use it during the 

blistering hot summer months to open up new avenues for 

outreach and fellowship among our members.  We have 

begun a painting and facility repair program to spruce up 

the physical plant.  We also have plans for an awning for 

the new bus to hide from the sun, and a sand volleyball 

court.  Enrollment for WSCS (School) is exceeding last
